· Mass clean and tidy of buildings and grounds

	0800
	· Lessons start (4 x 40 minutes)

	1000
	· 20 minute break

	1220
	· Pupils go home for lunch

	1400
	· 12 – 14 year olds return for 3 more 40 minute lessons

	1600
	· End of school

	· One day each week each class will work on the school farm



	· Subjects studied:  Politics, Kiswahili(national language), English, Geography, Domestic Science, Agriculture, PE and Music



	· Decision-making –

· pupils decide how the school and farm are run.  With help from the teachers they decide what crops to grow, how money earned will be spent eg. hire a tractor to plough or do it themselves



	· Exams are taken at the end of the year linked to work in the classroom and on the farm



	· Community links  -  the school is closely linked with the village.  Pupils join in the everyday life of the village.  The school is used for community activities eg. dances



	· Farming – children learn about things like the use of fertilisers and soil conservation
