	LESSON STRUCTURE

* Introduce topic vocabulary and concept(s)

* Read the information on pages 26-27 – New Interactions.

* Students to mark on 5 volcanoes (red triangles) and 5 earthquake locations (red circles) onto   their maps from last week.  Comment on relationship between location of plate boundaries and earthquakes and volcanoes.

* Pose the Questions – “Why does Toulouse not have any volcanoes or earthquakes”?

* “Why did so many people die in Pakistan in October 2005?” 

* Students to work through activities 1, 2, 3 (NEED ATLAS), 4, 5 & 6 on pages 26-27 – New Interactions.

* Extension: About Volcanoes – Things you should know.  Students to copy out the diagrams and complete the sentences in their blue books.  Add colour to diagrams.
