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Chances are, if you buy roses from a supermarket they come from Kenya





What’s the story?


Flower growing needs a lot of money – it is CAPITAL INTENSIVE


Flower farms cover 1% of Kenya’s land but make up 8% of Kenya’s exports 


Most are grown around Lake Naivasha where soils are fertile and there is plenty of water


Flower growers use a lot of fertilisers and pesticides


The flowers come to us by AIR


Problems


Level of water in the lake has dropped ~ what will happen to the hippos


Chemicals are polluting the lake – they can make the workers ill


Some workers are badly paid
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What’s being done?


The Kenyan Flower Council has set up a CODE OF PRACTICE


Looks at wages, hours worked, health and safety


Looks at use of pesticides


Considers environmental concerns
