	LESSON STRUCTURE

* Introduce topic vocabulary and concept(s)

* What is a region?  Ask students to think of what this word could mean. Ask students where they have been on holiday in the UK.  Why didn’t they just stay in Sheffield? Change of scenery etc…….

* Read through the information on the two pages drawing attention to highlighted words and meanings, e.g. Physical, human, political and economic.  

**** North Italian Plain ****** may need explanation as to what a plain is. Why was this formed?  Sediment rich rivers running down from the Alps to the sea – fertile and flat land.
