	LESSON STRUCTURE:

· Introduction to earthquake hazard. Talk to class about the fact that it is an impossible hazard to predict so preparedness is the best option.
· Show video on YouTube about fictional earthquake in San Francisco mag 7.8

· Focus on the earthquake survival kit

· Class to be split up into the four working teams

· Play Generation Game syle activity where teacher presents kit items to class and they have to memorise them. Students to use A3 paper to list their findings

· Results
· Students use instructions worksheet and listing worksheet to complete the 6 most important items for San Francisco then feedback to the rest of the class

· LEDC Focus. On the A3 Venn Diagram students can write on each of the items where they think it would appear. Choices are either LEDC/MEDC or Both.
