	LESSON STRUCTURE

*     Introduce topic vocabulary and concept(s)

* Re-cap on last weeks work,  Arable, pastoral and mixed, may want to give examples of each type of farming.

* Open New Connections to page 30 & 31 read over the information on Hawthorn Arable Farm in East Anglia.  Draw attention to crops, climate, machines and numbers of workers. Can show slide 2 to go with this farm.

* Complete all activities.

*Turn over the page and read the information on Beckside farm in the Lake District.  Draw attention to the different way of farming and numbers of workers, machines and profitability.

* Complete all activities in text book.

* At this point pose the question – “Which farmer would have the harder job”? – Students can write a couple of sentences about which one and why (should be sheep farming e.g. no machines, harsher climate conditions, less money etc.)

* Students to complete the comparison grid between the two farms.
