Writing up your survey
1. Make a neat copy of your survey (in your book or on paper ~ you may do it on computer)
2. You may want to include a sketch map of the building and mark on the locations
3. Now write about what your survey shows.  Ask yourself questions like these:

i. Is the surface in sunlight or shade?
ii. Does the surface get a lot of wear & tear?
iii. Does the direction a surface faces affect the amount of weathering?
iv. From which direction does the wind blow most often? (prevailing wind)
v. Which part of the building catches most wet weather?
vi. Does the age of the surface affect the amount of weathering?
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Aim:  to carry out a survey of the causes and effects of weathering on your home (or another building if your home is not suitable)
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
